In 2003 the Westcourt Community Forum asked local
residents what community facilities they felt were
needed. A lack of suitable buildings where community
activities could take place was identified. So new
community facilities have been constructed - within the
existing St Aidan’s church building but operating
entirely separately from the church. A new upper floor
houses a fully equipped computer suite and the ground
floor provides a flexible space for a variety of uses. New
toilets, a fully equipped kitchen and improved lighting
have also been installed.
